 -   Leave the Keys on the kitchen table.

-   Please take the photo fact sheet of our Property.  (Maybe put a sticker on it that says:  

“Please take one”.)
 -   Please take a copy of the Condition Report; You will need it to write your Offer.

 -   Please take a copy of the Schedule S, Lead Based Paint, Disclosure (If built prior to 

1978)

 -  Please contact us with feedback.
